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Ten Years on: the Library Since the Renovation

March 18, 2006 marks ten years since the
completion of the Galter Library’s $10 million
renovation and expansion project.  The renovation
took two years of planning and a further two years
of construction.  For those of who us who lived
through the experience, it still seems like
yesterday.  As the library continues to evolve, some
of the original planning decisions have made it easy
to keep pace with necessary changes.

What are some of the changes library staff and
users have faced during the past ten years? 
Probably the biggest change is the realization that
more and more of the library’s collections are now
in digital format.  Journal and book stacks continue
to be weeded to make way for some growth in print
books, but the vast majority of the journal
collection is totally electronic and continues to
expand.  In 1996 the library had 2,100 journal
subscriptions.  Today, we claim over 3,000 titles, and our online journal list has
climbed to over 4,500 items.  In addition, our vision of the library being
anywhere the user wants it to be is truly a reality today.

In the past ten years while the shift in
publishing has moved to digital formats, the
library has increased its role in the medical
school and the university as an important
people space.  The Galter Library is now
both classroom and research lab.  The
group study rooms serve as mini-
classrooms for the MD curriculum and are in
heavy use the rest of the time the library is
open.  Prior to the renovation, the library
had fewer than 200 seats for medical,
dental and graduate students.  Today, with
over 400 seats, the library is critical as a
student space for study and research. 
Students still look to the library as a quiet

place to work, but would prefer to see more and better seats and a greater
variety of study options.

In the ten years since the library was
renovated, the computer revolution has not
abated.  Technology continues to impact on
library work and how users take advantage
of the library’s collections and services. 
While the total number of staff has
remained constant, the mix of professional
and paraprofessional staff has shifted up
and down over the past ten years, with a
greater emphasis on staff who can support

the library's technology needs.  Staff tasks
have changed dramatically.  Today, staff
members are developing services like the
Health SmartLibrary that add value to the
electronic information users seek from the
library.  Ten years ago Google and Yahoo
did not exist; today, they and other free resources like PubMed and PubMed
Central are critical to our daily professional lives.

Other changes that have occurred include the following:

Wireless access have been added to all the major areas of the library
with the exception of the first and mezzanine level stacks.

More computers have been distributed throughout the library and have
been upgraded three times since 1996.

The reference room is becoming more of a work and research area, while
the Learning Resources Center (LRC) is becoming more of a study
center.

The second floor is receiving new carpeting because the old has become
a safety issue.

The library roof above the mezzanine stacks is finally being repaired. 
Several leaks have occurred over the years whenever Chicago receives a
heavy snowfall.  Fortunately, no materials have ever been damaged due
to the leaks.

Photocopiers have dwindled from ten to four.  The old second floor copy
room is now a group study room.  Printers are now more critical than
copiers.  The cost of printing and photocopying is being reduced due to
better leasing contracts.

Reference work has shifted to more education programs.  The old first
floor photocopy room has been converted into a classroom to support
small group instruction on using library resources and services and for
learning about information management; it is equipped with laptop
computers.

What do we think will happen to the library space in the future?  Staff
members continue to listen to students to learn how the library is used and
what space issues are important to our users.  Focus groups have been held in
the past and more are planned for the coming year.  As noted above, students
want more and better seats.  This issue will be added to future budget
requests.  Students also want more group study rooms, which is the one
request that will be hardest to fulfill.  As for more study options, the library
staff, in conjunction with Office of Medical Education faculty, continues to study
ways to provide a 24-hour space.  Another plan under review is looking at how
to provide better computerized instruction space. We also plan to re-organize
the reference room in the coming year to better utilize the current shelving and
furniture.

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The Galter Library continues to change in positive ways well after completing
its major renovation in 1996.  The plans made ten years ago continue to serve
us well as library staff work to adapt the library’s physical space to meet the
needs of a new generation of students.  Library staff plan on marking the
renovation project’s tenth anniversary with special treats on March 17 in the
library atrium: watch the Web site for details of that event. As always,
comments and suggestions on how best to improve the library are most
welcome.

contains topic reviews covering internal medicine, endocrinology, family
medicine, oncology, and several other specialties. The spare, almost Google-
like search interface allows for simple searching of single concepts and the
ability to modify your search by adding secondary search terms such as
diagnosis and prevention. For more information on searching UpToDate please
see the UpToDate user manual.

Access to UpToDate is limited to the Northwestern University network and
Northwestern Memorial Hospital. You will not be able to access UpToDate from
locations outside of these IP ranges and access is not available via the Galter
Library proxy server or NU-VPN. Since logging in to the NU-VPN is required for
wireless access on campus, you will not be able to access UpToDate using a
wireless connection. For more information on UpToDate please see
http://www.uptodate.com/.

PIER, the Physicians' Information and
Education Resource is an evidence-
based guide to clinical decision making,
available from the American College of

Physicians. It is accessible through the Stat!Ref interface. The information in
PIER is divided into five categories:

Diseases
Screening and Prevention
Complementary and Alternative Medicine
Ethical and Legal Issues
Procedures

Within each category are several modules. For example, the diseases category
contains modules on numerous diseases and conditions which can be browsed
alphabetically or searched using the Stat!Ref search interface. Searches will
encompass all Stat!Ref resources not just ACP PIER. Disease modules are
consistently structured so the same types of clinical information will be
available for each disease including prevention, screening, diagnosis, drug
therapy, etc.

Each module also contains an extensive bibliography, a glossary, and lists of
contributors and additional resources. Included with ACP PIER is AHFS Drug
Information (American Hospital Formulary Service).  For more information
please see http://www.statref.com/ourproducts/ebm/pier.htm or go to ACP
Pier now.

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Clin-eguide is a clinical decision-making tool
licensed through Ovid Technologies. The ultimate
goal of Clin-eguide is to improve the physician

decision-making process by providing accurate and relevant information at the
point-of-care. Like ACP PIER, Clin-eguide is a highly-structured database which
can be searched or browsed. The major categories in Clin-eguide are disease,
drug, laboratory, and performance.  For each disease category there are
sections covering disease management, disease characteristics, diagnosis,
therapy, etc.

The drug category can be searched and browsed by drug name or class name.
After choosing a drug name you can find the Clin-eguide suggested dosage for
specific conditions as well as manufacturer’s dosage, indications, interactions,
and other information from A-Z Drug Facts.

The laboratory category provides reference ranges, and the clinical significance
of laboratory results for many of the most commonly-ordered laboratory tests.
Lab tests can be searched or browsed.

Clin-eguide is updated every eight weeks. Direct links to Ovid MEDLINE
references are included in the bibliographies of each section. For more
information on Clin-eguide please see http://www.clineguide.com/ or go to
Clin-eguide now.

As of January 1, 2006, the Galter Health Sciences Library is no longer charging
faculty, staff or students for interlibrary loan (ILL) requests. These users need
not conserve their 20 free requests per year. Library staff decided to make this
change based upon feedback in the LibQUAL+ survey conducted last year when
users indicated they were unhappy with the charges. We have also dropped
our fees for literature searches for the above mentioned groups.

Since the library is no longer changing for ILLs, we will no longer offer the
option of only getting an item from Evanston. If an item is not available in
Evanston we will route the request to another library outside the Northwestern
University system.

The library is also implementing a new ILL management system. Previously the
library used a homegrown system developed over five years ago. Staff faced
the choice of going with a commercially available system or rewriting the code
for our local system. A commercial product was selected and the staff are
transitioning to this system while trying to preserve the functionality that our
old system provided our users. ILL requests may be a bit slower for the next
few months as the bugs are worked out of the new system, so please bear with
us as we make the transition.

In September of 2005 the Galter Health Sciences
Library created a new position within the Education
Department: Instructional Design Librarian. The term
“instructional design” is simply a single title applied
to a number of existing approaches to integrating
technology and pedagogy.  The Instructional Design
Librarian is primarily a consultation position, which
includes a significant degree of project
implementation, including some programming.  I will
meet with faculty and instructors to help outline the
best approach to educational goals.  Sometimes that approach will involve a
small amount of technology, such as online slides or video, while other times
the goals will call for a more immersive environment, such as an HTML or
Flash-based online tutorial with an integrated testing system.  I will not try to
squeeze your needs into a pre-conceived template.  Each project begins with
detailed consultations and results in a unique and customized approach to
solving a particular set of educational goals, often incorporating several
available technologies.  These projects are also designed to be asynchronously
accessed via the Web, so that students can ultimately have the option of
learning within an interactive environment which is not constrained by
scheduling incompatibilities.  Some of our current and future projects include
the following technologies:

Online tutorials – Incorporate video, audio and animation into an
immersive and modular learning environment.  This includes HTML,
Flash, Javascript and other Web-based technologies.
Streaming media – Digitize both video and audio, allowing students to
access this information from any computer at any time, all with the
security of NetID authentication.
Podcasting – Convert recorded lectures or learning units into portable
information.
Inter-program compatibility – Find ways to integrate seemingly
incompatible programs, such as Flash and PowerPoint, ultimately
creating lively presentations and enhanced Web content.
Blackboard Course Management System – Create ways to integrate
information resources, teaching modules, quizzes, streaming media and
more into an online environment which is already familiar to the
students.

In short, I am here to help define and actualize your vision of how technology
can be used to both deliver and enhance educational content.  I look forward to
talking with you!

ACP PIER (in STAT!Ref suite)

PIER (Physicians’ Information and Education Resource ) is an evidence-based
guidance tool, a collection of disease modules that can be searched, found
alphabetically or browsed by organ system. PIER is produced by the ACP, the
American College of Physicians, and includes AHFS DI (Drug Information)
Essentials.

Clin-eguide (in Ovid suite)

Clin-eguide is a point-of-care clinical decision support system that distills
disease management, drug therapy and laboratory results knowledge. Search
pathways developed by the editorial team are: Disease; Drug; Laboratory;
Performance improvement.

Unbound Central (PDA resource)

Unbound Central is a gateway to knowledge resources on PDAs, wireless
devices, and the Web, including news alerts and licensed clinical medical
information.

UpToDate (restricted access online resource)

UpToDate provides clinical topic review information designed for specialists.
Information prepared by specialty experts includes: clinical manifestations of a
variety of disorders and descriptions of current diagnosis, management, and
therapy options.

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You Can Take it With You: Options for Saving Files
on the Library’s Public Computers

In order to prevent data loss it is strongly recommended that you do not save
files to the public computers. Files saved on the public computers will be
deleted after each login and whenever the computer is idle for 30 minutes.
Once the file has been deleted from the desktop it is gone for good and library
staff cannot retrieve it for you. There are several options available to you when
you want to save a file for later use. This article will walk you through some of
those options so you can avoid data loss.

Save it to a flash drive
Flash drives, also known as USB hard drives, pen drives, key chain drives,
pocket drives, jump drives, thumb drives, etc., are portable hard drives. They
are great for people who usually work on more then one computer and need a
dependable way to move files from one computer to the other. Flash drives can
be purchased at just about any retail store (i.e. CompUSA, Target, Best Buy,
etc.). The library also has a flash drive available for check out at the Circulation
Desk.

How to use a flash drive on
the public computers:

1. Insert the flash drive
into the USB port
(see Figure 1 at
right).

2. The “Found new
hardware” message
will appear in the
lower right hand
corner of the
desktop. If this
message does not
display, the flash
drive has not been inserted correctly into the USB port.

3. Click the My Computer icon on the desktop.
4. You should see an icon for the flash drive in the My Computer window.

It may have one of the following names: Removable Drive, the
manufacturer's name, or the name you assigned the drive.

5. To save a file to the flash drive you can either:
a. Drag the files over to the flash drive icon. When a small plus sign

(+) appears over the flash drive icon, release the mouse button. A
copy of the file or folder will now be located on the flash drive.

b. Save the file to the flash drive using the File > Save as > My
Computer > Removable Drive option in the application you are
using to create the file you want to save.

6. When you are done saving files to the flash drive it is extremely
important to eject the drive from the computer. Failure to do this
correctly could lead to loss of data. To eject the flash drive:

a. Left click once on the eject icon, located in the lower-right corner

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of the screen .
b. Click once on the "Safely remove USB mass storage device"

option.
c. A “Safe to remove hardware” dialog box should appear. Once that

message displays you can safely remove the flash drive from the
USB port.

Burn it to a CD
The public computers now have a CD-RW drive which means you now have the
option of burning your files to a CD-R or CD-RW disk. A CD-R disk is cheaper
then a CD-RW but it can only be written to once. A CD-RW costs more but can
be written to and erased many times. The Library does not sell CD-R or CD-RW
disks so it is your responsibility to provide your own. To burn a CD:

1. Insert an unformatted CD-R disk or a CD-RW into the CD-ROM drive (see
Figure 1 above).

2. Save the file you wish to burn onto the Desktop.
3. Select the file by clicking on it.
4. Right click, scroll to Send to, and select DVD/CD-RW Drive (D:).
5. Open the My Computer icon on the desktop.
6. Click on DVD/CD-RW Drive (D:)
7. Select Write Files to CD.  This will open the Wizard.  Click on Next.  Wait

for the computer to finish.

If you are copying from one CD to another, open and save the file on the
Desktop, eject that CD and put the second one in the drive.  Proceed to Step 3
above.

Send the file to yourself via email
Another popular option is to send the file to yourself via a web-based email
program like NU’s WebMail, Hotmail, Gmail, etc. Consult the help file of your
email program to learn how to send an attachment.

Note: When opening a document via WebMail that you would like to edit and
save, make sure to save it to the desktop, My Documents folder or your
removable drive and not the default location. Failure to do so may result in the
document being saved to an inaccessible location on the drive.

Save it to a floppy or zip disk
Floppy and Zip drives are available for checkout at the Circulation Desk. The
Library does not sell floppy or zip disks so it is your responsibility to provide
your own. Additionally, floppy disks are extremely unreliable and are not
recommended.

1. Insert plug of the Zip or flash drive into the USB port (see Figure 1
above).

2. The “Found new hardware” message will appear in the lower right hand
corner of the desktop.

3. Click the My Computer icon on the desktop.
4. You should see an icon for Removable Drive if you are using the Zip drive

or 3 1/2 Floppy (A:) if you are using the Floppy Drive in the My
Computer window.

5. To save a file to either drive you can:
a. Drag the files over to the zip or floppy drive icon. When a small

plus sign (+) appears over the drive icon, release the mouse
button. A copy of the file or folder will now be located on the flash
drive.

b. Save the file to the floppy or zip disk using the File > Save as > My
Computer > Removable Drive or 3 1/2 Floppy (A:) option in the
application you are using to create the file you want to save.
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6. When you are done saving files to the drive it is extremely important to
eject it from the computer. Failure to do this correctly could lead to loss
of data. To eject the drive:

a. Left click once on the eject icon in the lower-right corner of the

screen .
b. Click once on the "Safely remove USB mass storage device"

option.
c. A “Safe to remove hardware” dialog box should appear. Once that

message displays you can remove the flash drive from the USB
port.
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The Anatomy of Gender

The Anatomy of Gender: Arts of the Body in Early
Modern Europe, a diverse media exhibit at the Block
Museum on the Evanston Campus, includes a dozen or
so rare books from the Galter Library's Special
Collections. The exhibit is curated by Lyle Massey,
assistant professor of art history, Northwestern
University, and organized by the Block Museum. Other
materials have been loaned from the Alabama
Museum of Health Sciences, University of Alabama at
Birmingham; Charles Deering McCormick Library of
Special Collections, Northwestern University,
Evanston; Library of the College of Physicians of
Philadelphia; Science Museum, London; University of
Chicago Library, Special Collections Research Center;
and the Victoria and Albert Museum, London. Bringing
together images in prints, printed books, and small sculptures in ivory and
wax, the exhibit explores the complex attitudes toward visualizing sexual
differences in early Western elite and popular culture.

To complement the exhibit, a symposium organized by
Dr. Massey was held on the Evanston Campus at the
Block Museum of Art on January 28, 2006, which
brought together art historians, science historians, and
cultural theorists. The symposium discussed the impact
of anatomical images across disciplines and other issues
raised by the exhibition.

Speakers included: Monica Green (Arizona State
University), Gynecology Without Women: On Traditions
of Non-representation in Medieval Women's Medicine;
Katharine Park (Harvard University,) The "One-Sex
Body" in Medieval Europe: A History of an Idea; Daniel
Garrison (Northwestern University), What Did Vesalius
Say? The Galenic and Aristotelian Background; Rebecca

Messbarger (Washington University, St. Louis), Beneath the Fig Leaf: The
Study of the Male Reproductive System and Genitalia by Anatomist and
Anatomical Wax Modeler Anna Morandi Manzolini; Lyle Massey (Northwestern
University) On Waxes and Wombs: Eighteenth-century Dissections of the
Gravid Uterus; respondents were: Edward Muir (Northwestern University) and
Lawrence Lipking (Northwestern University).

The exhibit is in the Alsdorf Gallery at the Museum from January 3, 2006
through March 12, 2006.
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Google Scholar: Stand on the Shoulders of Giants

What is Google Scholar? 
Google Scholar is one of the many services of Google and it provides a simple
way to broadly search for scholarly literature. You can search across many
disciplines and sources: peer-reviewed papers, theses, books, abstracts and
articles, from academic publishers, professional societies, preprint repositories,
universities and other scholarly organizations. Because many of the full-text
resources in Google Scholar are only available to subscribing institutions, the
Google folks have provided a solution that makes it easier for you to access the
electronic and print resources at Northwestern University when you are using
Google Scholar.

 
How does it work? 
You may have seen the Find it @ NU link while searching databases such as
Ovid MEDLINE and Web of Science. Google Scholar has included this same link
for NU users as a part of the Google Scholar search results. On-campus users
will see additional links in Google Scholar search results which facilitate access
to NU resources. These links lead to the library's servers which, in turn, direct
them to the full-text of the article, when available.

Off-campus users will need to set their Google Scholar preferences to include
Northwestern University as a library link (see upper right-hand corner of
Google Scholar search page). To access full-text, you will also need to be
signed into the Galter Library Web site. Google Scholar is available at
http://scholar.google.com/ or by choosing Scholar on the main Google page.
