The War Department has al.lotted the the.J.ter a fixed number month-
ly q,uota of rotation places and a fixed number monthly quota of tem-
porary duty pla0es. From these quotas a sub,-allotment is given to 
Headquarters, Pen base Section, by Headquarters, lvil'OU&-.• 

Of the personnel rotated by Penbase ten percent are of~icers and 
ninety percent, are enlisted. personneL 'l'his same percentage is used 
by units in submitting recommendations to PBS. Hovrever, unit com-
manders may only nominat,e cue (1) percent c,f their comm-1.nd. Of this 
one percent, one-half (}) is rec;ommended for rotation nnd the re-
maining one·-half for temporary dut.:;-,. (Female officers are under a 
separate quota.) 

SELEiCTION 

Personnel to be returned on rotation or temporary duty is select-
ed upon con3ideration of t.he folloning cri terin of eligibility in 
order of pri.ori ty; and provided their se:;:ovices can be :::pared vn. th-
out detriment to the .;.rm.y~ (1) Length of continuous overseas ser-
vice.

In 
computing length of continuous oversea,s service, the fol.J.o,ving are 
deducted fr·ora period cf O'rerseas service~ (1) For each 5 days 
leave, furlough, or temporaryd uty for rest and recuperation out-
side MTOU& (but not in US) in excess of 10 days----1 month. (2)

cuperation in US--1 month. Travel time does not count. 

}1HO IS ELIGIBLE 

Twelve (12) nonths overseas service is the mandatory minimum for 
personnel with combat service and eighteen (18) months for all others.
