The availability of both MEDLINE
and BIOSIS at Northwestern has
raised questions about the dif-
ferences between these databases.
Knowing the strengths of each
database can save you time in
your research efforts.

Both MEDLINE and BIOSIS offer
access to the international

research literature; however, their
coverage and scope differ. Below,
we've compiled a comparison of
some of the features of each of the
databases.

We suspect you will find that
BIOSIS complements the literature
not available in MEDLINE. é

Its
scope includes the health status of
Americans; international
comparisons; health expenditures
and funding; the health care
industry; politics, opinion and
law; and more. Everything from
Medicaid benefits to deaths by
bee stings is covered. Original
sources for the data are given.
This does not solve the problem
of statistical information for all
time, but it should be the first
source to consult when searching
for statistical data.

The service is available to
members of the Northwestern University community only. Britannica
Online includes special enhancements of features not easily located in
the print product: new articles destined for upcoming editions, a picture
tour, the Britannica book of the year, Britannica classics and other
searchable sections including the full-text encyclopedia.

FreudNet (http://plaza.interport.net/nypsan/service.html) was
constructed by the Abraham A. Brill Library of the New York Psycho-
analytic Institute. This large psychoanalyytic library’s site highlights
information about the their collection and services, Sigmund Freud and
the Freud Archives, as well as links to world wide psychoanalytic
resources, Web sites, electronic texts, museums, exhibits and the
American Psychoanalytic Association.

American Association of Dental Schools, AADS, (http://www.AADS.
JHU.EDUY) offers an online index of computer-based resources in dental
education. It includes information and pointers for applicants, the AADS
Directory, meetings, publications, employment opportunities in dental
education and links to member institutions worldwide. It also has a link
to DENTIN, the Dental Information Network.

Dental Education Resources, DERWeb, (http://www.shef. ac.uk/~der/
derweb.html) is prepared by the University of Sheffield’s Department of
Information Studies & Department of Restorative Dentistry. This British
government-funded project seeks to set up a library of dental images for
use in teaching and research. The site, featuring over 700 images,
indicates conditions of use and features links to other dental education
and dentistry resources in the United Kingdom and worldwide.

The American Psychological Association’s PsychNET (http://www.
apa.org/) offers information about the APA for its members as well as
information for the public, including selected stories from the APA’s
Monitor, information from the APA’s Public Policy Office (media and
advocacy information), information about psychological science, practice
and education.

The Dictionary of Cell Biology (http://www.mblab.gla.ac.uk/~julian/
Dict.html), 2nd ed., (1995) is now available over the Internet. The
dictionary is intended to provide quick access to easily-understood and
cross-referenced definitions of terms frequently encountered in reading
the modern biology literature. Links to enhancements for subsequent
editions of the dictionary are built into the Internet presentation.

Policies

Curriculum related events, such as
PBL sessions, take precedence over
other uses of conference rooms.

Conference rooms are to be used
by two or more people; group use
of rooms always takes precedence
over individual use.

Groups with reservations take
precedence over groups without.

Use of conference rooms for non-
curriculum related meetings is

prohibited. Exceptions are made
at the discretion of the Director.

Sign-up for the second level
conference rooms at the circulation
desk.

LRC conference rooms can be
reserved at the LRC service desk.

Sign-up sheets cover a one-week
period. Reservations are restricted
to three-hour time blocks.

Conference room reservations
can be made in person or by
calling 503-8126 for the second
level rooms; 503-8238 for the
LRC rooms.

Rooms are unlocked at all times.

Food and beverages are prohibited
in the conference rooms, as well as
throughout the library.

Vacant rooms, which have not
been reserved, are available on a
first come, first served basis.

Conference room users should
police themselves.

If a group fails to show up within
15 minutes of the reservation, the
room is forfeited.

If a reserved conference room is
unattended for more than 15
minutes, the room is forfeited for
the remainder of the time slot.

Faxline Service

Faxline is a new automated system at the Galter Library that provides
specific library documents to your facsimile at your convenience — 24
hours a day, seven days a week. This service allows Galter Library clien-
tele the luxury of ordering materials without having to enter the library.

UnCover

UnCover is a free table of contents
article index on the Internet. It
includes more than 14,000 journal
titles and has more than 4,000,000
articles indexed. The system was
designed to be used in conjunction
with UnCover’s fee-based article
service. Directions, help screens
and short-cuts are available online.

Biosis
BIOSIS, the online counterpart to
Biological Abstracts, contains
current literature in biology and
related fields. At Northwestern,
BIOSIS is available from 1995 to
the present from the PsycINFO
address. See the story on page 8.

OCLC FirstSearch

OCLC FirstSearch is an interactive
online information system of
databases. It is currently available
free of charge under an lllinois
State Library grant. Northwestern
University receives free access to
several FirstSearch databases.
Contentslst is a table of contents
service to over 12,000 journals.
Instructions and directions are
available online.

MEDLINE Alert:
NLM Databases Not Current

On March 26, the National Library
of Medicine posted the following
alert in its MEDLARS NEWS screens
for all NLM databases:

On February 20, Lloyd D. Kendall,
V.P., General Graphics Services of
York, PA, protested the outcome of
the NLM’s contract for editing and
data entry of information into
MEDLINE. On February 26, the
General Services Adminisration
Board of Contract Appeals suspend-
ed work on the entry of new cita-
tions into the NLM family of
databases.

The National Library of Medicine
has pursued legal relief from the
suspension, citing the importance
of the databases to the nation’s
health. We have as yet received no
such relief. NLM is now using all
legal means to keep the databases
up to date. Without contractor sup-
port, the task of keying an average
of 1,700 new citations a day is
daunting. All available NLM staff
are being enlisted to help.

This message alerts you to the fact
that the existing dabases are not
current. As of March 25, some
30,000 references to recently
published journal articles are not
included in the database. We are
making every effort to address this
emergency so as to minimize the

effect on health care delivery and
biomedical research.

On May 2, the following alert was
displayed in MEDLARS NEWS :

Last month, the NLM announced
that the protest of a bidder for the
data entry contract lodged with the
G.S.A. Board of Contract Appeals
caused the suspension of entering
new citations into the NLM family
of databases. The Board has now
lifted this suspension and directed
NLM to reevaluate the protester’s
offer along with that of the current
contractor and to make a final
selection for this current contract
in accordance with procurement
regulations.

The Board’s ruling will allow the
backlog of references which we at-
tempted to minimize through vol-
unteer staff help, to be eliminated
over time. We plan to enter the most
recent material first and reduce
the backlog as quickly as we can.

Until the NLM family of databases
are completely up-to-date, we
suggest using alternative sources
for searching current literature.
Three sources which are available
free of charge via the Internet are
described on the left with access
information listed below.

Renovation Project
Completed!

The Galter Library’s renovation
and expansion has reached its
end! The new library opened
Monday, March 18, 1996. After
all the noise, dirt and disruption,
the new library has proven to be
worth the wait! During the first
week, it has been a pleasure for
the library staff to overhear
students tell one another how
great the new library is!

Library staff promoted the new
facility as a place for using new
information technology within the
traditional ambiance of a great
building. What was promoted
was delivered on opening day!

The reference room shows off the
original 1926 library with its
decorated ceiling and leaded-
glass windows from old Thorne
Hall. The central atrium serves as
a great space for connecting users
with resources and staff. The
new Barnes Learning Resources
Center (LRC) boasts 50 computer

stations of 25 PowerMacs and 25
Windows95 machines, all up and
running on NUnet. Most LRC
carrels contain hardware for
viewing audiovisual formats. Group
study rooms have been popular
from day one! All ten rooms are
being used for their intended
purpose: curriculum-related
sessions and small group study.

The library staff will be spending
the next few months working with
the construction manager to put
the final touches on the building.

It is a pleasure to thank Mrs. Galter,
the library staff, the faculty, staff
and students of the Medical and
Dental Schools for their generosity,
their ideas, their patience and their
cooperation. The library is the
schools’ most valuable investment,
and this has been a great project
that will continue to prove its
worth long into the future. é

A New Image for a New Library

To go with the new library is a new logo and complementary identity
program. Library staff requested the services of Holabird & Root to
design an identifying mark that would stand out and represent the new
Galter Library. The logo, seen in the newsletter masthead, does not
have a name though many staff have rationalized its shape as the “flow
of information”. Actually, the design comes from a physical feature of
the new library. Any guesses? The identity program uses the logo and
color scheme (Galter red) in the masthead, other library publications,
