Legend has it that the game out of which Soft-
ball grew ori ginated in the gymnas ium of t he Farra-
gut Boat Club in Chicago, in 188 7, when several 
members we r e playing catch with an old boxing 
glove. Suddenly someone picked up a broom handle , 
and holding it like a baseball b1;,t sr:.id, "Lot's play 
bo.11, boys1 11 We ll, they played a funny little ve r-
sion of baseball ri ght the re in the gym, and it 
gave one of the membe rs an idea. At the next gath-
ering of the organization he pre sent ed to the. as-
sembled members a l a rge ball and small rubbe r-tip 
pe d bat which have since been identified with the 
game called Indoor Baseball.

The game of indoor baseball with t h0 l arge r ball and smalle r bat was quickly 
transfe rred to the outdoor playground. IV:idwe st playground LH:i.de rs saw tho possi-
bilities of the game and soon worked out a code of rules which are fund amentally the 
f r amework of the rules of today. In 1908, an organization calle d the l'Jn.tional Ama-
teur Playground Bull Associ ation of the United States was formf;ld. This orgnniza-
tion had na tional representation, Q printed official handbook, plans for inter-city 
competition and great hopos for t he . future . The growth and deve lopme nt of this 
national organization did not continue, howeve r, and it soon disappear ed as an of 
fe ctive modi wn for promoting the ga.me or securing uniform adoption of r ul es.

But tho game itself caught on. All over t he coun-

~ry, pl ayground l eagues arose , composed of unofficial 
untrained t oams whoso only motivatio·n was a. love of 
~port and t :1G desire to "whip t he t ar" out of the teams 
rom othe r nei ghborhoods. Nowspapors publicized and 
ncouraged the game, and alert businessmen began to 
ponsor t eams for tho privol ogo of having the ir name s 
mblazonod on th0 uniforms. Softball t eams rcpres ont-
ng "Joe 's B::ir and Grill" or "Jonos' Ha rdwar e Storo 11 

re fo.mili ar in every town and hamlet in Amorico. today. 

It's boon cln.imed that the name "Softball" was first 
~dopted at a meeting he ld in Colorado in 1926. At an 
rrganiz ation meeting in Chicago in 1932, many names 
rero considered, but the Colorado name was chosen, and 
~he game has been nationally known as Softball from 
~hat year.

The game that has been played as a 
recreational activity, using fundamen-
tal skills of the traditional American 
game of baseball, has evolved into a 
national sport that is accepted and 
played by outstanding athletic clubs 
from coast to coast.
