·what would you give for a brimning 
glass of fresh, ice-cold milk, Joe? 
Impossible? On the contrary, it's al-
ready being served on hospital sh.ips 
going back to the states. 

A neH method of quicl~-fre8zins 
whole milk has made it possible to 
serve w0unded soldiers returning from 
overseas on Army hospital ships with 
fresh milk as appetizing and to.sty as 
any to be had on your favorite farm 
back home, the ·;rar Department announ 
ced recently. ' Although in some in-
stances the milk has been kept in the 
frozen state for three months, its 
taste is as fresh as if it had just 
come from the cow, and its bacterial 
count is lower than that in tho ewer-
age milk supply of the average Ameri-
can home. 

Approximately 30,000 pints of milk 
in the frozen state are nov, being 
shipped monthly from Charleston and 
Boston and additionetl large amounts 
from Now York, New Orleans, San Fran-
cisco and Seattle. hhile this milk is 
intended for the hospital ,ships, some 
ot it, when the situation makes it 
possible, goes to overseas hospitals 
as well. In time it is expected to 
enlnrge shipments for the hos pt tals. 
In addition, 400,000 pints are being 
shipped monthly to Alaska for tho gen-
oral use of American troops stationed 
there. (ANS) 

MONEY FLrns FREELY AS CHHf.8SE 
GAIN IIT OFFENSIVE 

(AHS) -- American transport and 
combat planes played a new role in the 
Chinese war recently when ~n5,000,CD) 

in Chinese currency wc..s flown from• 
Chungking to the battlefront in south-
orn China. The money vms us0d to pay 
for repairs to ro~ds in the area re-
cently recovered from the Jnps. 

The transfer of funds required the 
services of at least threo branches of 
the u. 3. Army and two Chinese agen-
oies .. in addition to tho Chinese Army 
which supervised the work. It took 
only four days for the request from 
tl,e front to be answered and tho money 
d,3livered. 

Quick repair of roads and trans-
portation facilities in the areas re-
co.pt;urod by tho Chinese Army is essen-
tial for mc..intaining the present lim-
i tod countor-offonsi ves. Shipmunts of 
this kind o.ro expected to become: com-
non &ffairs as new advances are made 
along tho entire battlefront.
