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7. Patients will not leave the ward at any time without ,

2100 hours. Lights out at 2130 hours.

Under no circumstances
will they use the name or APO number of this hospital.

11. Alcoholie liguors will not ‘be intrcduced or used in this
hbsbital except upon prescription by medical dfficer.
