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Director's Report: Recent Efforts in Open Access

From time to time, we like to report to the Northwestern health care
community
highlights from the world of scientific-technical-medical
publishing. The purpose
of these reports is to identify how changes in the
publishing world affect
the Galter Library and its user community.

The latest effort to promote open access publishing was the
announcement
on March 16, 2004 of the Washington DC
Principles for
Free Access to Science. Open access (OA) publishing seeks
to make all
science journal articles free to the public as a means of maximizing
the
research impact of the articles through broader access. The DC Principles
come from a group of not-for-profit medical and scientific societies and
publishers
representing about 380 journals. The Principles endorse the
concept of OA
publishing and include such ideas as: maintaining the rigor
and trust established
by scholarly journals as “reliable filters of
information emanating
from clinical and laboratory research”; ‘profits’
from publishing
scholarly journals support science in general via grants to
students, support
for conferences and other meetings, advocacy and so
on; free access is supported
but at the discretion of each society or
publisher; a commitment to preservation
of online journals; and interest
in using information technologies to improve
the process of scientific
publishing.

Many have lauded the DC Principles as a means of broadening the
discussion
about OA. Some believe that OA is an either or situation:
either your publication
is free for all to read or use or it isn’t. The group
behind the DC
Principles believes they represent a middle option: each
publisher needs to
decide how much of their content can be released free
to the public without
damaging their overall business plan for staying
viable and competitive in
the publishing world.

Others have also criticized the Principles as a defense of the status quo.
The issue the DC group seems to address is that there is commercial
publishing
and then there is us, namely, that while the not-for-profit
societies do charge
for their journals, they are not in the same league as
the larger commercial
giants.

Overall, the various librarian associations support the DC Principles. An
alliance of leading library associations and public-interest advocacy
organizations
released a statement that
reads in part: “Open
access is our
goal for scientific and scholarly communication because it facilitates
the
open discussion needed to accelerate research, share knowledge and
enlarge
human understanding. The goal is so desirable -- for science itself
and researchers,
universities, libraries, journals, publishers, learned
societies, foundations,
governments and citizens -- that any problems we
encounter in pursuing it
are worth solving. Our organizations stand ready
to work toward solutions
in cooperation with the signatories of the DC
Principles.” (See http://www.arl.org/sparc for
more information.)

The impact of these Principles on the Galter Library will be measured over
time. OA journals have the potential to impact the library’s budget
by
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saving dollars for other acquisitions. Currently, OA journals allow the
library to expand its collections without any negative impact on the
budget.

Part of the controversy in the OA movement is the question of who should
pay for scholarly publishing. The leading OA journal providers -- Public
Library
of Science and BioMed Central (BMC) -- ask that authors pay, as
much as $1,500
per article published. The group behind the DC Principles
suggests this policy
works against authors, especially researchers and
others who are not well
funded by grants, and limits their ability to make
their work known to the
scientific community. Commercial and not-for-
profit publishers and their supporters
suggest the status quo of
subscription prices is the way to finance scholarly
publishing, though
many decry the escalating prices for institutional subscriptions.

BMC is trying a different option as a means of finding the right financial
model in the fast changing publishing world. Currently, Northwestern
University
pays a BMC membership to support this OA publisher. The
benefit here to Northwestern
scholars is that they do not have to pay the
BMC author fee of $500 per article.
This model was endorsed by the
University and Galter Libraries. However, BMC
is changing the model
where institutional membership will now be based on
how many articles
are published in BMC online journals by an institution’s
authors. From the
library perspective, this model is unreasonable. Library
budgets have to
be based on firm projections of what acquisitions will cost
for the coming
subscription year. After-the-fact charging, as proposed by
BMC, will not
succeed in this or any library’s budget process. The Galter
Library will
reluctantly withdraw its financial support to maintain BMC as
an OA
publisher. The burden of paying for scientific publishing will then
be
carried by NU authors writing for BMC online journals.

Despite the appearance that usage of the Internet and the World-Wide
Web
is free, OA publishing is not free. To create content on the Internet
requires
time, intellectual effort and technical skill. Time, effort and skills
cost
money. Someone, or everyone, needs to pay the price associated
with scientific
publishing and scholarly communication. All parties --
authors, readers, publishers,
universities and libraries -- have a stake in
the survival and transformation
of scholarly journals. The best and most
equitable model for financing scholarly
publications needs to be worked
out. The discussion will certainly continue.

During the course of weeding the pre-
1950 Dewey Decimal medical collection
in the lower level stacks, a fantastic
discovery was made! A wonderful text
entitled The philosophy of the human
voice: embracing the physiological
history, together with a system of
principles by which criticism in the art
of elocution may be rendered
intelligible, and instruction, definite
and comprehensive,
to which is add a
brief analysis of song and recitative by James Rush,
M.D., published in
Philadelphia by J. Maxwell in 1827, was discovered and has
now been
relocated to Special Collections, Rare Medical Books, 612.78 R89 1827.
The length of the title, while impressive, is not the feature that gives this
text its historical significance.  What makes this volume such an exciting
find is a fore-edge painting hidden under its gilded pages!

Fore-edge painting, a curious art form cultivated by the British, which
began
in the middle of the 17th century and continued until the end of the
19th century,
is a type of book decoration that has delicate watercolors
painted on the edges
of the leaves of a volume, concealed under gilding.
The paintings usually adorn
poetry books.

An artist hired by the bookbinder would fan out the pages of a book,
holding
them in that position with a vise, and paint the image or scene.
Once it was
dry, the artist removed the book from the vise and gold leaf
was applied to
the edge to hide the painting. When the fore-edge of the
book is slightly fanned,
the image appears; when the book is closed, the
painting remains hidden.

A Curious History

In addition to the fore-edge painting
the book contains the bookplate of
Henry
George Charles, Viscount
Lascelles, who later became the 6th
Earl of Harewood.
He was born on
September 9, 1882 in London and in
1922 married Victoria Alexandra
Alice
Mary Windsor, Royal Princess of the
United Kingdom and the only daughter
of King George V. The bookplate is a
marvelous black and white rendering
with coats of arms, a bear and unicorn,
the Viscount's "K.G." (Knight
Companion of the Order of the Garter)

and "D. S. O." (Companion
of the Distinguished Service Order) with the
Latin motto: Ung roy, ung foy,
ung loy (One God, one faith, one law, also
translated
as, One king, one faith, one law) designed by C. Helard, 1902.
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The Rt. Honorable 
George Canning's name 

on the book's spine

The fore-edge painting
revealed

Miss Helard, whose real name was Mary Ellen Blanche Crookes (b.1870,
fl.
1895-1932), was the wife of Arthur Fox-Davies, an important herald
and heraldry
expert of the time. Following the fashion of the day, she
engraved a large
number of fine heraldic ex-libris ( a small printed
graphic work of art, indicating
the name of the owner of a book and
pasted into a volume ) for British royalty
and other dignitaries.

The full leather binding with gold tooling lends
more romance to the volume,
as the name The
Rt. Honorable George Canning has been tooled
on the spine below
the short title, The
philosophy of the human voice. Who was
George
Canning? He was, more than likely, the
first owner of the book; however, the
plot
thickens. George Canning became Prime
Minister in April 1827 and died
in office on
August 8, 1827 (shortest term on record, 119
days!) Canning was
a Tory (Conservative) who
was famous for his flowery orations and
extended
speeches, and was even nicknamed
"The Cicero of the British Senate" and "The
Zany of Debate." He is noted for his opposition
to the French Revolution
and Napoleon I and his
success for leading a campaign against the
French occupation
of South America. Whether
he would have been even more successful if he
had
had a longer tenure as Prime Minister can
only be speculated.

A U.S. Connection?

Are there other observations concerning the
book?

Library markings include a date of purchase
by the then Church Library dated
September
8, 1934, from a London bookseller, Export
Books and a purchase price
of five pounds
Sterling (about USD 25). No mention of the
painting in the accession
catalog; also, the
author was the son of the only physician to
sign the U.S.
Declaration of Independence,
Benjamin Rush.

Did I mention the subject of the watercolor?
Slight hues of red, white and
blue are seen
through the gilding on the fore-edge, when
fanned, a portrait
of George Washington is
displayed, with an eagle holding the shield of

the
United States and a banner, bravely announcing "The stars of North
America," with
thirteen white stars above it. Was this book a gift to
George Canning or a
purchase by the Prime Minister? How did Viscount
Lascelles acquire the book?
An American imprint such as this, let alone
one with the American president's
likeness, would not have been readily
available in London bookshops, in a country
that popularized fore-edge
painting. What do you think?

Recently, EndNote users may have experienced problems importing
citations
from PubMed or using the direct export option in Ovid MEDLINE.
EndNote is aware
of these issues and has placed updated import filters on
their web site which
should resolve the problems.

PubMed: PubMed users who import citations into EndNote may have
been missing
citations after the import process is complete. To fix this, go
to the EndNote
Web site and read the PubMed
News Alert. Follow the
instructions to download the new import filter
for PubMed.

Ovid MEDLINE: Since Ovid performed their annual reload of MEDLINE,
the direct
export feature has not been working properly. To fix this, go to
the EndNote
website and scan the EndNote
filters page for the Ovid
MEDLINE filter dated 1/23/04. Download
and save this filter to your
Filters folder in your EndNote program files.

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Tech Tip: Flash Drives

Are you looking for a new way to
transfer files from one computer to
another? Have you recently created a
file and tried to save it to a floppy but
discovered the file you were saving was
too big for a floppy? Do you have a file
on a zip disk you want to edit but the
computer you want to use does not have
a zip drive? If you have answered yes to
any or all of these questions you may
want to consider trying a flash drive.

Flash drives, also known as USB hard
drives, pen drives, key chain drives,
pocket drives, jump drives, thumb
drives, etc. are portable hard drives.
They are great for people who usually
work on more then one computer and
need a dependable way to move the file
from one computer to the other. You can
use the flash drive as you would a zip or
floppy disk but the flash drives are
smaller, lighter, faster, and more
durable. Flash drives are supported on
computers that have USB connections
and systems running Windows 98* and
higher or Mac OS 9.x or higher. You can
create folders, copy, paste, and delete
files on a flash drive just like you would
on any other disk.

Flash drives use plug-and-play
technology which means you can just
plug it into the computer and use it. No
reboots are required for the device to be
recognized by the computer. They are
easy to use, just find the USB port on
the computer, plug the flash drive into
it, and wait for the computer to find the
new hardware. Once the hardware is
recognized find the flash drive. It can be
found under My Computer on Windows
machines or on the desktop on a Mac.
Once you are done with the flash drive,
eject the drive and then remove the
drive from the USB port.

In response to user requests, the Galter Library has changed the loan
period
for books to 28 days, which is twice the previous loan period. The
Library
made this change after finding that 34% of the books checked out
were renewed.
Books may be renewed two times for 14 days each. This
change took place on
March 1, 2004.

Photocopier Reorganization

The Galter Library has reorganized and moved the photocopiers in the
library. We eliminated two copiers as their maintenance agreements have
ended and our copier volume has dropped due to increased e-journals
usage.

The remaining photocopiers are relocated as follows:

Level 1 (first floor) copier room: one black and white copier and one
color copier.

Lower Level (basement): one black and white copier with coin box
attached.

Library users are now able to add money to their copy cards on all floors. 

A photocopier was moved to the basement to ease copying of older
journals.
Since an additional 10 years of journals were relocated to the
basement last
year, the need for a photocopier in the basement has
increased. We are happy
to provide this service again.

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Not-for-Profit Publishers Commit to Providing
Free Access to Research 

On March 16, 2004 representatives from the nation’s leading
not-for-profit medical/scientific societies and publishers
announced their commitment to providing free access and wide
dissemination of published research findings. The Washington
DC Principles for Free Access to Science outlines the
commitment of not-for-profit publishers to work in partnership
with scholarly communities such as libraries to “ensure that
these communities are sustained, science is advanced, research
meets the highest standards and patient care is enhanced with
accurate and timely information.”  The DC Principles provide
what has been called the needed “middle ground” in the
increasingly heated debate between those who advocate
immediate unfettered online access to medical and scientific
research findings and advocates of the current journal
publishing system.  The document was drafted in response to
recent claims that these publishers’ practices hinder the public’s
ability to access published scientific research.

We continue to support broad access to the scientific and
medical literature through the following publishing principles
and practices.

1.  As not-for-profit publishers, we see it as our mission to
maintain and enhance the independence, rigor, trust, and
visibility that have established scholarly journals as reliable
filters of information emanating from clinical and laboratory
research.

2. As not-for-profit publishers, we reinvest the revenue from
our journals in the support of science worldwide, including
scholarships, scientific meetings, grants, educational outreach,
advocacy for research funding, the free dissemination of
information for the public, and improvements in scientific
publishing.

3.  As not-for-profit publishers, we have introduced and will
continue to support the following forms of free access:

Selected important articles of interest are free online from
the time of publication;

The full text of our journals is freely available to
everyone worldwide either immediately or within months
of publication, depending on each publisher’s business
and publishing requirements;

The content of our journals is available free to scientists
working in many low-income nations;

Articles are made available free online through reference
linking between these journals;

Our content is available for indexing by major search
engines so that readers worldwide can easily locate
information.

4. We will continue to work to develop long-term preservation
solutions for online journals to ensure the ongoing availability
of the scientific literature.

5.  We will continue to work with authors, peer-reviewers, and
editors for the development of robust online and electronic tools
to improve efficiency of their important intellectual endeavors.

6.  We strongly support the principle that publication fees
should not be borne solely by researchers and their funding
institutions, because the ability to publish in scientific journals
should be available equally to all scientists worldwide, no
matter what their economic circumstances.

7.  As not-for-profit publishers, we believe that a free society
allows for the co-existence of many publishing models, and we
will continue to work closely with our publishing colleagues to
