Thdse working under him, esp-
ecially his NCO's, must always be
supperted.

A
good afficer will interced for his
men whenever he can, but if erde-
ers from a higher authority aff-
he must explain the
necessity of obeying such orders.

His cemmands must be clear
and concise; if they are unusual,
he 1is wise to describe exzctly
what is wanted sa that his men
understand the elrcumstances ful-
1ye It is best tp avoid situate
ions that might be embarassin te
himself or his men, In telephon=
ing, feor example,. if an enlisted
man answers the eally, the officer
sheuld state immediately that
this is Capt talking, He
should make his identity known te
